Blitz,	the	Bel	Air	Police	Department’s	K-9	dog,	doesn’t	seem	to	have	those	
days.	

“He’s	geared	to	work	and	gets	a	bit	down	while	we	are	at	home,”	says	
Officer	Jonathan	Kaufmann,	Blitz’s	law	enforcement	partner.	“He’d	rather	
go	24	hours	a	day	than	sit	around.	He	was	born	and	bred	to	work.	“	

K-9	dogs	have	been	part	of	the	Bel	Air	Police	Department’s	law	
enforcement	strategy	since	the	1960s.	Blitz,	a	4½	year-old	Belgian	Malinois	
German	Shepherd	crossbreed,	is	on	duty	whenever	Officer	Kaufmann	
clocks	into	his	evening	shiS.	In	the	split	second	aSer	he	hears	a	command	
from	his	partner,	he	springs	into	acUon.		

Many	K-9	dogs	are	trained	in	several	specialUes,	says	Officer	Kauffman.	
Together,	he	and	Blitz	aXended	Castle	K-9	in	Boiling	Springs,	Pennsylvania	in	narcoUcs	detecUon	and	patrol	duUes.		
They	return	twice	a	month	to	ensure	that	their	skills	stay	tack	sharp.

Blitz	will	stop	and	alert	at	odors	from	marijuana,	cocaine,	heroin	and/
or	methamphetamine-based	products.		

Training	a	K9	dog	to	recognize	illegal	substances	is	a	step-by-step	
experience,	says	Officer	Kauffman:	“We	start	by	pumng	all	four	odors	
together.	We	call	it	a	cocktail.	We	hide	them	in	a	box	among	some	
empty	boxes.	When	he	gets	to	the	one	with	drugs,	we	teach	him	to	
sit.	Then,	we	separate	the	smells	in	different	boxes.	Finally,	we	move	
on	to	real	world	scenarios	by	hiding	drug	smells	in	filing	cabinets,	cars	
and	lockers.”		

He’s	also	trained	as	a	patrol	dog,	and	quickly	
takes	off	to	apprehend	fleeing	or	hiding	law	
breakers.			

“If	a	suspect	is	100	yards	away,	a	human	
officer	can’t	close	that	gap.	The	dog	
definitely	can,”	says	Officer	Kauffman.”		

K-9	officers	issue	two	warning	commands	to	
suspects	before	releasing	a	dog,	who	will	
bite	upon	reaching	the	suspect.		

He	does	it	for	the	chance	to	play	with	his	
favorite	jute	tug	toy	and	praise	from	his	
partner.		

“In	the	past,	many	K9	dogs	were	trained	by	compulsion,”	says	Officer	
Kauffman,	referring	to	a	training	method	that	tends	to	rely	on	
negaUve	reinforcement.	“We	make	it	more	of	a	game.	You	can	always	
get	a	dog	to	do	more	when	you	are	doing	it	out	of	fun.”		

Blitz	does	have	a	soSer	side	when	not	under	command.	OSen	people	
wonder	how	to	act	around	a	police	dog.		

Kauffman	has	pracUcal	advice:	“Number	one,	I	don’t	want	people	to	
be	scared	of	him.	He’s	gentle	and	my	son	plays	with	him	at	home.	But	
I	also	want	people	to	have	a	healthy	respect	for	him.”		

“When	Blitz	is	on	duty,”	he	adds,	“he	wears	a	police	harness	and	I	am	
always	in	uniform.	Always	ask	if	you	can	pet	or	approach	him.”	The	
duo	oSen	provide	demonstraUons	at	youth	fairs	and	community	
events.		

For	Officer	Kauffman,	who	has	been	a	life-long	dog	owner,	having	a	
K-9	partner	is	a	childhood	goal-come-true:	“This	is	the	one	thing	I	
wanted	to	do	in	police	work,”	he	says.	“I	like	dogs,	the	work	it	
involves	and	the	Ume	I	spend	in	teaching	and	training	him.”

These	families	bought	the	fertile	farmlands	that	dotted	the	county	or	went	to	work	at	Conowingo	Dam,	Aberdeen	Proving	Ground,	
Bata	Shoe	Company,	Glenn	L.	Martin’s	new	airplane	factory	or	one	of	the	other	war	manufacturing	facilities	in	the	region.	These	
“Eastern	Pioneers”	changed	the	face	of	Harford	County	for	generations	to	come.	Thousands	of	their	descendants	live	here	today.	

The	Historical	Society	of	Harford	County	is	sponsoring	a	celebraUon	of	these	families	during	“Down	Yonder,”	a	music	and	
cultural	event	on	June	10,	2017	at	the	Deer	Creek	Overlook	4H	Camp.	The	outdoor	venue	can	accommodate	close	to	1000	
people,	so	the	Society	invites	all	Harford	County	families	to	take	advantage	of	the	live	music,	food	trucks	and	open	space	and	
join	in	with	their	own	family	reunions.			

French	Poole,	who	has	lived	in	the	Town	of	Bel	Air	for	over	40	years,	is	an	event	sponsor	in	honor	of	his	late	wife,	Joan.	His	
family	moved	to	Harford	County	from	Grayson	County,	Virginia	before	he	was	born.		He	grew	up	on	the	corner	of	Water	and	

Erie	streets	in	Havre	de	Grace.			

Poole’s	interest	in	history	expanded	when	he	took	up	family	research	while	caring	for	his	wife	
during	her	illness,	oSen	poring	over	records	and	family	memorabilia	in	the	early	hours	of	the	
morning:	“The	genealogy	helped	take	me	away	from	the	strain	of	being	her	sole	caregiver,”	
he	says.	Soon,	the	family	history	that	he	never	knew	took	on	new	meaning.		

“I	realized	how	many	older	folks	had	already	passed	away,	who	I	never	got	to	talk	to,	who	I	
should	have	talked	to	and	I	just	didn’t.	I’ll	be	74	in	June.	The	older	you	get,	something	
happens	inside	and	you	see	the	importance	of	this.”	

People	who	moved	to	Harford	during	this	era	brought	a	unique	culture	that	lives	today,	says	
Poole.	He	describes	a	work	ethic	and	
perseverance	that	came	from	
mountain	living.		

“Both	of	my	parents	had	a	third-
grade	educaUon.	My	father	was	one	
of	the	most	amazing	wood	craSsmen	
there	ever	was.	My	mother	worked	

as	a	nurse’s	assistant	for	over	20	years.	She	owned	her	own	home	and	
was	able	to	travel.	They	are	the	type	of	people	who	came	and	stayed	
in	Harford	County.”

The	commiXee	
includes	professional	foresters,	a	plant	pathologist,	a	nursery	
contractor	and	an	arborist	as	well	as	several	residents	who	are	
passionate	about	trees.	The	Bel	Air	Tree	CommiXee	will	
provide	monthly	Ups	in	the	Bel	Air	Bond	about	keeping	your	
trees	healthy		and	beauUful.		

Why mulch a tree? 

• Insulates soil and provides a buffer to roots 

from temperature extremes 

• Retains water and keeps roots moist 

• Protects roots by decreasing weeds 

• Prevents soil compaction  

• Reduces lawnmower damage  

How to mulch 
Surprisingly, even professional landscapers 
get it wrong sometimes. Avoid the “mulch 
volcano” that builds moisture around the root 
ball. This causes fungus, rot and decay and 
may kill the tree.  

• Remove grass around the tree base 

• Pour natural mulch such as wood chips or 

bark 2 to 4 inches deep within the circle 

around the tree. 

• Keep mulch from touching the tree base.

Every	two	years,	the	Town	of	Bel	Air	holds	a	local	elecFon	
for	the	ciFzens	to	select	who	sits	on	the	Board	of	Town	
Commissioners.	This	year,	two	seats	are	up	for	elecFon,	
scheduled	for	November	7,	2017	at	Bel	Air	Town	Hall.	

Q:	Who	can	run	for	elecFon?	
A:	According	to	Town	Code,	Commissioners	shall	have	resided	in	
the	Town	for	at	least	six	(6)	months	immediately	preceding	their	
elecUon	and	shall	be	registered	voters	of	the	Town.	

Q:	What	type	of	government	does	the	Town	of	Bel	Air	have?	
A:	The	Town	of	Bel	Air	operates	on	a	non-parUsan	council–
manager	government	model,	which	means	that	elected	
commissioners	(some	other	municipaliUes	may	call	them	a	council,	
board	of	aldermen	or	board	of	selectmen)	oversee	such	issues	as	
policy,	public	safety,	finances	and	the	overall	vision	of	the	Town.	
They	oSen	represent	the	Town	at	local	public	events.		

The	posiUon	of	“mayor”	is	a	ceremonial	Utle.	In	Bel	Air,	the	acUng	
commissioners	select	this	individual	among	themselves.	Susan	
BurdeXe	is	the	current	mayor.	

The	Board	of	Commissioners	act	collecUvely,	
much	like	a	Board	of	Directors	in	a	private	
enUty.	They	hire	a	Town	Administrator	who	
carries	out	all	Town	business	and	day-to-day	
operaUons.	Jesse	Bane	has	served	in	this	role	
since	January	2015.	

Q:	How	oien	do	the	Commissioners	meet?	
A:	Commissioners	generally	have	public	Town	Hall	meeUngs	on	the	
first	and	third	Mondays	of	every	month	(except	July	and	August).	A	
work	session	is	normally	held	on	the	Tuesday	before	every	Town	
Hall	meeUng	to	discuss	topics	on	the	upcoming	agenda.	

Q:	How	much	are	Commissioners	paid?	
A:	Commissioners	receive	$4,800	per	year	in	compensaUon	and	
the	Chair	of	the	Board	of	Commissioners	receives	$6,000	per	year.

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Preparing for disaster requires ongoing planning and practice

When	I	first	wrote	this	arUcle,	it	was	early	February	and	the	Town	had	escaped	major	snowstorms.	Now	I	find	myself	making	
revisions	because	we	did	not	dodge	the	bullet:	we	called	her	Winter	Storm	Stella.	I	should	not	have	been	surprised	since	my	
life’s	experiences	usually	included	a	major	snow	storm	every	March.	Mother	Nature	did	not	let	me	down.	This	brings	me	to	the	
crux	of	this	arUcle	–	disaster	planning	and	preparedness.	

Since	my	journey	to	Bel	Air	to	serve	as	its	Town	Administrator	just	over	two	years	ago,	I	began	a	review	of	our	policies,	protocol,	
and	Memoranda	of	Understanding	as	they	relate	to	the	Town’s	ability	to	respond	and	address	major	disasters.	This	concern	was	
the	result	of	my	tenure	as	a	Deputy	and	as	Sheriff	when	I	witnessed	many	major	incidents	that	placed	populaUons	at	risk.	I	was	
involved	in	much	planning	and	many	exercises	to	deal	with	disasters	that	could	or	would	affect	Harford	County.	Ones	that	come	
to	mind	immediately,	which	I	experienced	first-hand,	were	the	fire	that	destroyed	a	half	block	of	businesses	on	Main	Street	in	
the	late	’60s;	the	H.	Rap	Brown	trial	in	Bel	Air,	and	the	explosion	that	occurred	at	BalUmore	Pike	and	Tollgate	aSer	subjects	
aXempted	to	defuse	a	bomb	intended	to	blow	up	our	courthouse;	Hurricane	Agnes	and	the	fear	that	authoriUes	would	have	to	
blow	the	Conowingo	Dam;	and	the	development	of	plans	and	table	top	exercises	to	address	the	removal	of	buried	chemical	
muniUons	at	Lauderick	Creek.	I	think	you	get	the	picture:	events	will	occur.	And	we	must	be	prepared.	

First	and	foremost,	planning	is	taking	place	to	make	certain	we	are	prepared	as	best	as	we	can	to	handle	any	disaster	that	
threatens	our	Town,	our	ciUzens,	our	businesses,	and	those	who	frequent	desUnaUons	within	our	borders.		

On	February	23,	Town	government	leaders	aXended	a	training	session,	courtesy	of	the	Harford	County	Department	of	
Emergency	Services,	to	prepare	for	a	table	top	exercise	that	just	took	place	on	March	9.	This	table	top	was	the	first	test	of	our	
recently	revised	and	updated	“COOP”	plan	(ConUnuity	of	OperaUons	Plan),	to	see	how	well	prepared	we	are	to	protect	the	
populaUon	and	property	of	Bel	Air	and	its	people	in	the	event	of	a	major	disaster.	The	event	was	apocalypUc,	but	plausible,	in	
nature	and	it	tested	our	plan,	our	capaciUes	and	our	leaders	to	the	maximum.	It	postulated	a	tornado	touching	down	on	Main	
Street,	destroying	most	of	the	downtown	area.	Planners	from	the	Emergency	OperaUons	Center	developed	the	exercise	and	
were	told	to	develop	it	as	a	worst-case	scenario.	

Following	the	exercise	was	a	criUque,	noUng	what	we	did	right	and	what	did	not	go	as	well	as	we	would	have	liked.	It	was	a	true	
measure	of	our	ability	to	respond	quickly;	to	determine	the	extent	and	adequacy	of	our	resources;	to	determine	the	strength	
and	cooperaUon	of	our	partners;	and	to	determine	our	ability	to	deal	with	the	aSermath.	We	measured	our	strengths	and	
weaknesses	and,	as	a	result,	will	improve	upon	our	ability	to	respond	to	future	incidents.	

We	are	preparing	a	report	for	the	commissioners	to	be	presented	at	a	future	Town	Hall	MeeUng.	It	will	be	an	evaluaUon	of	the	
exercise	and	our	preparedness,	with	proposed	improvements	we	will	make	to	our	plan	to	make	it	even	stronger.	The	date	of	
this	presentaUon	will	be	announced	on	our	web	page	ahead	of	Ume	so	that	any	member	of	the	public	can	hear	how	well	things	
went.	I	will	clue	you	in	ahead	of	Ume	that	you	will	be	quite	pleased	with	the	results.	

We	want	to	thank	our	friends,	John	Richter,	Rick	Ayers	and	Susan	Ayers	at	the	Department	of	Emergency	Services	for	lending	us	
their	Ume	and	talents	during	this	exercise,	and	we	want	to	thank	Harford	County	Government	for	sharing	its	resources.	

In	closing,	you	must	know	that,	in	the	event	of	a	pending	disaster,	the	Town	will	look	to	you,	too,	to	play	a	role	in	protecUng	
yourselves	and	your	families.
